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VICTIM'S FAMILY ALLEGES SAFETY LAPSES

Four dead as fire breaks out at
electronics store in West Delhi

IT WAS a usual Monday for
Amandeep Kaur (22), who
worked at the cash counterof an
electronics store in West Delhi's
Raja Garden. She had taken a
lunch break with her friends
when suddenly a massive fire
broke out at the store. “The
whole room started filling with
smoke and they couldn't see
anything. They decided to go
downstairs but they couldn’t see
through the smoke and when
they went towards the terrace,
the door was locked and there
'was no other way out," said
Sunil Singla, her uncle.

Kaur was among the four
people who were killed in the
fire that broke out at Mahajan
Electronics on the second floor
of a four-storey building. The
other three deceased, who were
her coworkers, have been iden-
tified as Aayushi (22), Payal (20),
and Ravi (28). Another person,
Sandeep, who was injured in the
incident, isstill under treatment,
said police.

According to the police, the
PCR call regarding the fire was
received around 3 pm, prompt-
ing the police personnel and
Delhi Fire Services (DFS) to rush
to the spot. The DFS deployed
five fire tenders at the site.

“Upon reaching there, peo-
ple there informed us that five
persons were trapped inside.
After efforts, all of them were
taken out and sent to hospitals.
Four persons have lost their lives

in this unfortunate incident
while one is under treatment,”"
said DCP (West) Vichitra Veer,
The four persons, who lost
their lives, fell unconscious after
inhaling smoke and were
rushed to nearby hospitals in
ambulances, said DFS officials.
The fire was doused by 4:10 pm.
Singlasaid that Kaur had be-
gunworking at the cash counter
of the electronics store last
October,and lived close by with

WHEN DELHI Metro Rail
Corporation (DMRC) employees
reported to work at Yamuna
Bank on July 24 morning, the

footage, they spotted two men
entering the premises around
1215 am after crossing a 15-foot
wall using ropes.

“For the next five hours, the
accused painted the walls and
some train coaches. At 5am, both
left the metroyard," a police offi-
cersaid.

The Delhi Police now plans to
issue lookout circulars against
the accused — both Spanish na-
tionals — the officer said.

Over 30 schools in
city get bomb threat

THIRTY-TWO SCHOOLS in Delhi,
including Delhi Public School in
Dwarka, on Monday received
bomb threats, prompting author-
ities to conduct extensive
searches. The threats, received
viaemails, eventually turned out
tobe fake, said officers. Thisis the
fourth time in a month that
schools in the Capital have re-
ceived such threat emails.

All emails, which were sent
via Gmail on Monday, had simi-
lar content. It is suspected that
thesenderis thesame, said an of-
ficer, adding that police are try-
ing to trace the accused along
with the cyber units.

“To the School
Administration ..we are the ter-
rorizers 111 Group. We have
planted several pipe bombs and
advanced explosive devices in
your school buildings to cause
terror and destruction. We have
hacked your IT systems, includ-
ing student and staff databases,
and taken full control of your sur-
veillance cameras. We are watch-
ing your every move,” read the
email, according to an officer.

“Pay $5,000 USD Crypto to
our Ethereum address.... within
72 hours. If you don’t, we will
detonate the bombs, causing
massive harmand loss of life. We
will also leak your hacked data
online. We are monitoring your
actions,and any attempt to con-
tact police orignore this will trig-
ger immediate action. The
bombs will explode in 72 hours
if payment isn't received,” it
added. “Evacuate now to save
lives. We don’t forgive. We don’t
forget. Send the money or face
the consequences,” it further

Dwarka — Modern Convent
School and ShreeRam World
School in Sector 10 — received
similar emails.

Last month, St Thomas
School in Dwarka, Vasant Valley
in Vasant Kunj, Richmondd
Global School in Paschim Vihar,
Mother's International in Hauz
Khas, and Sardar Patel Vidyalaya
in Lodhi Estate received bomb
threat emails, which were later
declared as hoax.Inone of these
cases, police had apprehended a
12-year-old schoolboy who al-
legedly sent emails to a school
and a college affiliated with DU.

Hoax bomb threats to
schools are not new. In 2022, a
privateschool in Sadiq Nagar re-
ceived suchathreat,and in 2023,
similar threats were sent to dif-
ferent schools on three separate
occasions.

‘The matter, however, turned
more challenging last May when
over 200schools received bomb
threats via emails. Similar
threats were sent to several hos-
pitals, colleges, and the IGI
Airport.

As per police records, only a
few of the cases were solved last
year, and just one has been re-
solved so far this year.

Kaur, said that her daughter had
flagged safety lapses. “She had
told me earlier that when they

times to eat there..all four of
them. The staircases are so nar-
row in that building, there's no
way anyone could have es-
caped,” said Parvinder.

LOC issued against man who sold fake
Ozempic worth 80 crore to US firm

A LOOKOUT circular (LOC) has
been issued against the man
who allegedly sold fake Ozempic
worth Rs 180 crore to a United
States-based firm, officers have
said. According to the Delhi
Police, Vicky Ramancha, the ac-
cused, had allegedly boasted
about his political connections
and government affiliations in
India to win the confidence of
Assure Global LLC, the US firm.

The LOC was issued last
week.

InJuly 2023, his subsidiary, R
& R Global Procurement
Corporation, signed a deal with
Assure Global for the supply of
1.25 lakh doses of Ozempic to
the US firm directly from China.
Pharmaceutical major Novo
Nordiskis the original manufac-
turer of Ozempic, which is used
to manage blood sugar levels in
people with Type-2 diabetes.
The firm manufactures the in-
jectable  medication  in
Denmark.

After detecting the alleged
fraud, months after no action
was taken on its complaint by
the Delhi Police filed last August,
Assure Global LLC had ap-
proached the Delhi's Patiala

House Court, through its advo-
cateNamit Saxena, toseek direc-
tions for an FIR against
Ramancha.On May 29, the court
ordered the filing of an FIR
withina day's time.

Following directions from
the court, trouble for Ramancha
deepened on June 3 this year
when the police filed an FIR un-
der sections 420 (cheating and
dishonestly inducing delivery of
property), 406 and 120 B (crim-
inal breach of trust) of the
“Indian Penal Code (IPC)" against
him.

Ramancha, who has himself
stated in court through his
lawyer that he was a non-resi-
dentIndian (NRI)fromJuly 2023
to]uly thisyear, tried getting the
FIR quashed but to no avail.

In August, he also moved an
anticipatory bail plea before
Additional Sessions Judge
Saurabh Pratap Singh Laler of
Patiala House Court. On August
11, his bail plea was rejected.

Currently, aninvestigation is
underway and the police are try-
ing to verify the associates and
employees of Ramancha's com-
panies.

The Delhi Police sent multi-
ple summons to his Motilal
Nagar-3, Goregaon West,
Mumbai address — on July 25
and 30, and August 6 and 8.
However, the notices were re-

turned since “no such person
(lives) at this address".

While Ramancha had men-
tioned this address in the plea
seeking the quashing of the FIR
against him before the Delhi
High Court, a few days later, he
changed his address in the bail
plea moved before the trial
court.

Bhiwani playschool teacher may have died by
suicide, says police; Oppinsists on CBl probe

Cop says woman visited insecticide shop and paid Rs 600 for it, CM: ‘getting minute-by-minute update’

A PLAYSCHOOL teacher who
was found dead earlier this
week in Bhiwani may have
died by suicide, the Haryana
Police Monday said citing key
evidence, including a forensic
analysis of the viscera, even as
the Opposition Congress con-
tinued to demand a CBl inves-
tigation into the death.

Chief Minister Nayab Singh
Saini, meanwhile, said that he
was receiving “minute-by-
minute” update and assured
the teacher's family, who has
been protesting with her body,
of justice.

The 19-year-old's body was
found in a field in Bhiwani's
Singhani village on August 13,
two days after she went miss-
ing after leaving the playschool
on August 11, reportedly to in-
quire about admission to a
nursing college.

The recovery of the body
sparked an outrage. Her family
refused to claim the body, say-

ing they will not cremate her till
the time the accused are ar-
rested and punished. The police
had lodged a murder case
against unidentified persons.
On Monday, protest march
were held in Bhiwani, Hisar,
Fatehabad, and Jind.

The case, however, took a
turn later in the day with police
receiving the forensic reporton
the viscera samples.

Bhiwani Superintendent of
Police Sumit Kumar told The
Indian Express that an evidence
has emerged of the woman vis-
iting an insecticide shop.

“Thereisarecord in the reg-
ister of the seller that the
woman bought a specific quan-
tity of the insecticide and paid
Rs 600 for it. The next part of the
investigation was whether the
insecticide was consumed or
not. We sent viscerasamples to
the  Forensic  Scientific
Laboratory in Sunaria. The pres-
ence of insecticide has been
confirmed in the body,” the of-
ficer said.

Ahandwritten “note” too
emerged Monday. A senior of-

ficer, part of the investigating
team, said that the note was re-
covered from a bag found near
the body on August 13 and the
family members knew aboutit.
“The handwriting experts have
confirmed that it was written
by the woman,”" the officer said.

“There s self-purchase of in-
secticide, there is asuicide note,
and there is poison in the body,”
the Bhiwani SP told reporters.

Earlier, two autopsies, one of
which was done at PGIMS in
Rohtak, had unravelled the
mystery behind the lacerations
on thewoman's face, which, the
family members had claimed,
was aslitmark.

"In the first post-mortem re-
port, the doctor mentioned that
the wounds are lacerated
wounds with a gnawing effect.
Gnawing is when a scavenger
eats the body. The doctor has
very clearly mentioned that
these are the scavenging animal
bites, and he has used the word
gnawing effect...a portion of the
neck was missing. Eyes were
not there, face skin was not
there. However, no vital organ

Dbelow the neck is missing,” the

Senior Congress leader
Bhupinder Singh Hooda, mean-
while, said that the investiga-
tion into the case should be
handed over to CBI, as is being
demanded by the family “as the
role of Haryana government
and police” in the matter has
Dbeen “negligent and irresponsi-
ble” till now.

“An unfortunate attempt is
Dbeing made to prove the whole
case as a suicide and the crimi-
nals who carried out this brutal
crime are still roaming free.
They should be arrested as soon
as possible and given the harsh-
est punishment,” Hooda said.

The woman, who had
scored 86%in Class 12 board ex-
ams, had taken up the teaching
Jjob at a playschool to support
her family financially, a former
sarpanch of her native village
told The Indian Express. The
woman's father owns an acre of
land and earns around Rs
10,000 per month working for
acontractor.

According to her family, on

August 11, the woman left home
tovisit a college to inquire about
admission to nursing course.
When she didn’t return by
evening, her father contacted
the police via Dial-112,
Haryana's emergency response
system. The family alleges that
police accompanied them to
the said college but only ques-
tioned three intoxicated men
who claimed they hadn’t seen
the woman and that the college
had closed at 1 pm. After the
body was found on August 13,
her father told the media, “The
police personnel told me thatif
my daughter has gone missing,
she must have eloped and she
will come back in two days”.

The woman's uncle had al-
leged serious lapses in the post-
mortem examination. The fam-
ily launched an indefinite
dharna, with Opposition lead-
ers continuing to visit the
protest site.

With Opposition parties at-
tacking the BJP government,
Chief Minister Saini said he was
receiving minute-by-minute
updates from the police, and

that several people were being
interrogated in connection with
the case.

“She is our daughter. Itis the
government's responsibility to
ensure justice for her and her
family,” saini said, adding the
police are conducting a “thor-
ough and impartial investiga-
tion,”and that “strict action will
be taken against the culprits as
